Summary
Jesus through Art and Bible Through Art are large format books which recount the story of the life of Jesus in one, and the Bible story from Genesis to Esther in the other. Each stage of the story is illustrated by a major ‘work of art’ using different styles and types of art.  The picture is then explained, there is detail about the artist, a synopsis of the Bible story it illustrates, and some ideas for lesson material to help pupils understand the story. Aimed at ages 7 years and older.

The Jesus Journey Picture Pack and The Christmas Activity Pack fulfill a similar aim for the life of Jesus and for the Christmas story, but use cartoon style pictures to illustrate the story. They are aimed at pupils aged 5-11 years. Each picture is accompanied by a retold version of the Bible story appropriate for the age of pupil. Each story is accompanied by suggestions for lesson activities to help pupils understand the story. The activities focus on developing thinking skills in pupils.
