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Summary
Published by Care for Education in 1997, this book was an attempt to provide models of how Christian belief about education might work out in practice in UK schools.  In the Christian schools outside of the state system, there has been quite a lot of development and good practice, but within the state sector, this has only begun fairly recently. State schools are required to teach a national curriculum. Many Christian schools outside of the state system teach an adaptation of the national curriculum.

The book, now a CD, is not the definitive answer to everything. It is intended to stimulate discussion and encourage Christian schools, or Christians in schools, to work out ways on implementing Christian thinking in their education practice.  It encourages teachers to take worldview issues seriously, and to identify assumptions and worldviews in education practice.

The examples cover management and leadership issues, aims, and policies etc.  Then a section covers many subjects in the curriculum.

A lot of the examples are taken from the Christian schools, outside of the state system.  They need to be adapted for use in the state sector. But they provide a useful stimulus for thinking and for state schools to consider in relation to their own situation.

This is essentially a tool to help teachers think issues through and to develop their Christian mind on education. It is accompanied by a booklet with discussion starters in it, called Starting Points.
