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Summary
A worldview approach to curriculum content planning.  The first part of the book is a general discussion of a Christian worldview approach.  This covers other aspects of curriculum beyond the content, but the rest of the book explains and develops the approach using examples from the content of science teaching at secondary (high school) level.  Examples are also given of the use of stories in science teaching.  The last chapter is an extensive annotated bibliography (an update is available for this chapter).

The original intention was to exclude the issue of origins (creation/evolution) in order to make the point that Christian faith applies to the whole curriculum, but friends advised us that we had to say something on origins.  Thus chapter 2 addresses that topic.  The aim is primarily to discuss a worldview approach, so that, even if you disagree with our conclusions, we hope you will find the approach helpful.  The rest of the book does not depend on the conclusions of that chapter.
