Reality Bites are designed to be taught through a mixture of short PowerPoint presentations mixed with group work, feedback and games, in order to ensure that everyone is involved in the learning process.

Reality Bites are very flexible.  A session needs at least 45 minutes, but can be fruitfully expanded to three hours.  Exciting packages can be put together for away day and weekend programmes, or for longer training courses (with, e.g., weekly or monthly sessions).  Programmes can be customized for schools, youth ministries, and businesses.  All the material on the website (www.markroques.com) is freely available for anyone to use.

Sessions include: Whose Story is driving your life?, Tolerance and respect, Consumerism as pagan religion; Citizenship, Culture shapers, Engaging Islam, Football in the Kingdom of God, Intelligent Design?, Say nothing or sound cheesy?, Magic, astrology and cabala, Redeeming institutions and places of work, Crocodiles and Christian Philosophy, Solomon’s wisdom, Living without God?
