Summary
This curriculum programme incorporates the content and skill outcomes mandated by the State syllabus and the School’s Biblical Worldview. It looks at the need for laws to guide the actions of fallen humanity and the chaos that would result if the impulses of fallen hearts were given free expression. In addition to the factual nature and specific content on New South Wales law, the unit covers the need to for Law to reflect or be an extension of Christian ethic of care and mutual respect. It also considers God’s role in sovereignly establishing Rulers and the Christian response of compliance with rules that do not contravene God’s higher Laws.

While not covered here, this could be linked to the historical unit of the 1960’s and the non-violent resistance of Martin Luther King Jr, the Equal Rights Activists and the Anti Vietnam protests.
