Summary
The character of the material can be described as methodological. It does not deal with goals or content of the Christian education mentioned above.

The methods described can be used both for child and adult education. One chapter focuses specifically on teaching Roma children.

The book was written by six authors from five Christian denominations from the Slovak and Czech Republic. The individual themes are based on academic research in teaching practice.

Each chapter contains several theoretical explanations, their applications and tasks for further reflection.

At the end of the book is a complete list of resources.

The textbook contains the following chapters:

· Children and the Bible; 

· Methods to develop Thinking Abilities;

Reference to reality tests

This book has been used only by Christian educators in Christian context so far. It has not yet been tested for the primary purpose of use in missionary work with Roma children. Sunday school teachers have given a positive response to the book (teachers from Slovakia and the Czech Republic).
