Summary
'Learn from me' is an English for Specific Purposes course-book written under the auspices of the Leonardo Programme of the European Commission.  It makes use of the learners' knowledge in literature, geography, art, music and R.E. so that all these subjects come up as bearers of some aspects of Church English. 
Excerpts from literature are taken from different centuries (Geoffrey Chaucer, Charlotte Brontë¨, Charles Dickens, William Golding, Graham Green). Geographical locations can be followed on the map in the book. The pictures make us familiar with the sights of the country. Examples of church art are given in the description of Exeter Cathedral and other monuments. There are references to Welsh music and Handel in Britain. The Bible extracts based on R.E. classes bring forth a variety of literature: psalms, prayers (The Lord's Prayer), hymns, stories, parables (The Sower), prophecies, sermons (The Sermon on the Mount), letters (Taming the Tongue). The media is also part of the school curriculum. Miscellaneous items from papers give a glimpse into 'cyberspace' activities of churches. 
All learners can find interesting points in this offer of teaching material planned in a content-based way and focusing on 'church English'.
