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Summary
This course-book with religious topics was written under the auspices of the Lingua 2 Action of the European Commission’ Socrates Programme to be used all over in Europe.

In the framework story of this English course-book teenagers, learners and speakers of English interested in issues of faith, meet in an international camp in Hungary. They come from different national and religious background, however, all of them want to work on refurbishing a chapel and to find ‘the hidden treasure’. 

They study the symbols of their respective religions (the Cross, the Luther Rose, the Star of Bethlehem, the Menorah, the Crescent) and compare the Bible, the Torah and the Koran. Every day they read a Bible passage and learn a prayer or a song. They visit several churches and watch the worship services. They try to explore ‘the hidden treasure’ based on their value system: if it is an old book, a painting or friendship. 

The intercultural aspect of the book encourages mutual understanding between the young people of monotheistic religions. From the point of view of language learning, it enlarges their vocabulary, and, on the whole, gives them opportunity to use ‘church English’ in their daily activities.

Reference to reality tests

It has been piloted in Hungary, Austria and Romania. 

It was first presented in September 2005, Romania.
