Summary
The last two chapters of the textbook (about 50 pages) give a brief overview of the most important values (concerning methodology, individual rationality, preference and choice, collective rationality and social welfare, market and competition, growth and development) underlying mainstream economic theory (i.e. the neoclassical paradigm) seen and judged from a Christian perspective, as well as a short Christian critique of the Neo-Austrian theory of coordination and evolution. Based on a general discussion of the importance of values for economy and society, a Christian position towards environmentalism, especially towards the “new ecological paradigm“, is finally elaborated.
