Summary

Love is a popular theme. I want to show my students that the Bible covers this topic as well. Furthermore, I have included a popular love song that they all know. Lesson plan

Topic: Love
Level: Intermediate

Objective: Talk in English about a popular theme. Show that the Bible covers this theme as well. Introduce biblical texts to Ss. Spark interest. Vocabulary –

Material – “My heart will on” Song (Theme from ‘Titanic’), fill in the blanks, 1Corinthians chapter 13. One copy for each student. Make the copy nice, with nice font.

Introduction:

Teacher writes on the board, “Love”.
Students write one or two word/sentences that come to their minds.
Share in pairs, then whole class.
First listen to “My heart will go on”

Short introduction. Ask what kind of song is it?

Second listen:

Students listen to song with gapped text, fill in the blanks.

Explanation- word/meaning. Who is I/you in the song?

Love has been described in many ways

Do any  of you have a favorite love song or poem

Share 1. Corinthians chapter 13. First read it, ask a few questions

Give the passage to students. Read it again, study words and meaning. Why is love so important in the Bible?

Homework: Write a love poem or a long song. Prepare to share in class.
