Summary
This course provides 3 years of material leading up to GCSE and IGCSE courses.  The material covers three strands: Practical use of computer software - Computer and Information Systems - Applications of Computer Technology.  The material is presented from a Christian worldview and considers how we can responsibly use the technological advances that exist in the 21st century.

There is no final examination but an end-of-course grade is awarded on the basis of continuous assessment.  It is not essential to have completed one course before attempting a later course, but some familiarity with common computer software is assumed.  This course is also available for Southern Hemisphere students working February to November.

It is an Internet based curriculum.  The lessons are (will be 2006+) delivered through a (new) web interface and students email assignments to the tutor.  Regular tutorial support is included in the course fees (currently £250 GBP per student per subject).

Other subjects available include: Christian Worldview, English. Geography, History, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies (Year 9 only), Spanish.
